Welcome the group and introduce yourself for those who may not know you. Allow some time for your
team to socialize at the start while everyone joins the meeting. Before introducing the activity, ensure
everyone has what is needed to get started, strong Wi-Fi or if in person appropriate materials and
clothing to participate.

Once ready, introduce the activity to your group.

e Spelling counts with trivia questions, please confirm the spelling with your team before
submitting your answer.

e Once an answer is submitted, it cannot be changed.

Provide all teams in the group any resources needed prior to breaking them out (event link, challenge
lists, resource materials etc.). Once they have everything they need, break them out into teams.
